VICON V3000/ PELCO PT270/280 PAN/TILT

- (option model LG)
The "LG" option includes attachment parts to allow either
the Vicon V3000 panttilt or the Pelco models PT270/280 to
be used in the VLP20.

a. When using the V3000 unit, remove the existing pivot center
bolts and tilt motor stops and discard. Place the 15/16" long
nylon spacers in position. Use Figure 2 to determine which
mounting hole on the metal arms is appropriate for your ap-
plication, and position this hole on the spacers. Secure spac-
ers and arms in place with the #8-32 bolts and flat washers
provided. The bolts will not tighten down the liner arms. This
allows the liner assembly to pivot independently of the tilt head
(Figure 3).

b. When using the Pelco PT270/280 pan/tilt, mount the PUB
bracket to the drive motor using the (2) #10-32 bolts provided
(Figure 4). Be certain that the bracket is oriented so that the
cylindrical base of the panftilt is in the center of the hole on the
bracket. Attach metal arms to PUB (Figures 2 and 4).

5. Connect the drive motor to the quick release plate. Make sure
that the panttilt is attached to the quick release plate on the same
side as the slide latch fasteners. Position the fasteners on the
quick release plate over the bushings on the mounting bracket
already secured to the housing. Engage the slide latch fasteners
and secure with the (2) #8-32 bolts.

6. Connect camera and lens to the drive motor and complete all
video and electrical connections. Refer to the drawing below.
Place the black terminal block cover over the white clips on the
terminal block and press into place.

7. If you are using a liner, attach it to the metal arms using the (4)
black nylon push screws.

8. Fasten the wire cable located on the dome flange to the hook
riveted to the inside lip of the upper housing. This is used to sup-
port the dome while servicing. If extended service is required,
remove the dome and place in a protected area.

VIDEO AND ELECTRICAL CONNECTIONS

1. Use the diagram below to complete electrical connections.

HT 36121 and BT 36122 are representations of the thermostats
for the heater strips and the blower.

2. We recommend that as much of the heater and blower wiring (as
possible) be routed underneath the wings of the mounting bracket.
Use the plastic adhesive clips to secure the wiring in place. This
is done to prevent the excess wiring from snagging the camera
and coax leads as the camera pans and tilts inside the housing.
